Inspiration and Learning -The Horticulture and Landscape Design Travel Award, Writtle College

The Inspiration and Learning Travel Award provides between £300 and £500 for a Writtle College student to travel within the UK or abroad to broaden their professional horizons and be inspired by gardens, natural or designed landscapes. The monies provided can be used with the applicant’s own funds or in conjunction with other bursaries (subject to any restrictions other bursaries may impose). 

Eligibility

To be able to apply for the award an applicant needs to be a current student on a course studying horticulture, garden design or landscape architecture at Writtle College in either Further or Higher Education (either part-time or full-time study is acceptable). 

Entries

Applications need to be made on the entry form provided, see www.cade.writtle.ac.uk
To enter for the award an applicant needs to submit no more than one image and provide in no more than 150 words how the image has inspired them to want to learn more about their chosen profession.

The closing date for entries is: Monday 11th April 2011, at 5.00 pm, and entries need to be submitted to the CADE (Centre for the Arts and Design in the Environment) Team via email: cade@writtle.ac.uk
The panel assessing applicants will comprise of academic staff from the School of Sustainable Environments and Writtle School of Design, in addition there will be a representative of the Students Union. The panel’s decision is final.
Initial selections will be made anonymously and then references will be asked for from the relevant course managers.

The Award

Successful applicants will be informed by the end of May 2011 of the funding they can expect to receive, and will be required to have used their funds for travel within a calendar year.

Applicants can use the funding as full costing for a trip, as a contribution towards their travel costs, or in conjunction with other bursary awards.

Applicants will receive their funding by the end of May 2011.
Conditions

Applications are only accepted on the official application form to give all entries equal opportunity.

Applicants travelling both within the UK and abroad are expected to have appropriate insurances and to have considered the risk involved.

Within a month of completing the travel recipients are asked to provide an illustrated report (both hard and electronic copies) consisting of no more than 6 images (photographs and/or sketches) accompanied by no more than 50 words with each image, that sum up their travel experiences showing the inspiration, learning and the broadening of their knowledge with regard to their chosen course of study. One image is to include themselves on their travels. These images and text may be used by Writtle College for publicity purpose. 
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
